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Astract. The abstract should give readers concise information about the content of the article and indicate the main results obtained and conclusions drawn. The abstract is not part of the text and should be complete in itself. It should be suitable for direct inclusion in abstracting services and should not normally exceed 200 words in a single paragraph. Don’t exceed one page A4.
The abstract text should be formatted using 12 point Times or Times New Roman; 1,5 line spacing, justified.
In case of a group of authors the introducer at the Conference must be marked.
It is possible to place a picture, or table, or formula from the article on the first page under the abstract text as illustration for  most brightly expressing main results of the paper. For example:
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Translational temperature and longitudinal velocity for spacecraft Orion at t = 150 с (from the left). Spectral radiation heat flux in the stagnation point with and without atomic lines for spacecraft Orion at t = 150 с (from the right)
